Altar Guild: Teams of 2 or 3 people alternate weeks to prepare the altar and worship space for the weekend services.

Greeter: Welcoming worshiper to services each week.  Individuals, couples, and families are encouraged to become greeters


Assisting Minister: Assists the Pastors with the service at both the Traditional and Contemporary worship times including the call to worship and reading of the prayers.

Choir: The choir helps to lead the Traditional service and provides a weekly anthem.

Lector: The Lector reads both the first and second lessons at the Traditional or Contemporary services

Acolyte/Crucifer: 7th and 8th grade children take turns lighting the candles and caring the cross at all three weekend services

Projectionist: At the contemporary service the words to the songs and service are projected on the screen for all to follow along. The projectionist handles this duty.

Bell Choir: Both the adult and children's bell choir performs periodically throughout the year.

Usher: A team of ushers distributes worship materials, collects the offering and assists with communion at both the Contemporary and Traditional services. 

Communion Assistant: The Communion Assistants helps to distribute the bread and wine during communion at both Sunday services

Nursery Attendant: Child care is provided during the Sunday services by the same staff member each week. Assistants are needed to help with the children.

Rejoice! Musician/Vocalist: Rejoice! provides contemporary music for the 10:45 service.
